God could have made the whole earth a 

lush green carpet with mild temperatures 

and moderate rainfall, and then all animals 

could be the same, but how boring that 

would be! So in His mercy He gave us all 

this variety in the construction of the planet, 

and then He gave all the creatures the 

adaptations they need to live where they 

live.



Of all the fascinating climate zones this earth contains, wetlands are 

considered the most biologically diverse of all ecosystems. Plant life 

ranges from water lilies to giant cypress trees. Animal life includes 

amphibians, reptiles, fish, birds, insects and mammals, truly the entire 

spectrum of animal life.



Wetlands are the link between water and land. 

This includes marshes, swamps, and bogsð

anywhere that water covers the soil or is very close 

to the surface year round. It varies widely because 

of regional differences in soil and topography. 

Wetlands are found from the tundra to the tropics on 

every continent except Antarctica. In the US, 

wetlands are found in nearly every climate zone. 

Every state has some form of wetland. 











Unfortunately, wetlands used to be regarded 

as wastelands, and so we systematically tried 

to eliminate them. Probably more than half of 

Americaõs original wetlands have been 

destroyed ñdrained and converted to 

farmland, filled for housing developments, or 

used as waste dumps.

In fact, wetlands are a valuable natural 

resource. In addition to being beautiful areas, 

they have great worth in Godõs creation. They 

help regulate water levels; they improve water 

quality; they reduce flood and storm damage; 

and they provide important fish and wildlife 

habitat.





The Everglades in Florida is probably Americaôs best known 

wetlands area. Itôs called a river of grass and the diversity of life 

within it is wonderful. Not just mosquitoes, but dragonflies of all 

shapes and colors and sizes, and thousands of other insects. 

Fish are abundant and so are the birds that feed on themðthe 

anhinga, egrets, storks and cranes; there are over 350 species 

of birds there.

The signature creature of the everglades is the 

alligator.



The alligator is an amazing creature. Itôs called 

a living fossil because itôs largely unchanged 

from the time of the dinosaurs, 200 million 

years ago. God created this animal to survive 

while the dinosaurs died out.



Alligators weigh from 800 to 1000 pounds and are usually 

around 13-17 feet long, the longest was over   19 feet 

(though there is some dispute over this claim).





They have a large head with a very strong 

jaw. Their jaw is designed to bite and grip and 

the muscles that close the jaw are very 

powerful. Interestingly, the muscles for opening 

the jaw are weak in comparison, and an adult 

man can hold an alligatorôs jaws shut with his 

bare hands. (Though youôre not encouraged to 

try it!) 

They have about 80 teeth. Unlike humans, 

their teeth are regularly replaced when they 

break off in food or wear down. An alligator will 

go through thousands of teeth in its lifetime.



Their tail accounts for 

nearly half of their body 

length. They use the tail 

as a weapon and as a 

tool, and to move in the 

water. Though their feet 

are slightly webbed, they 

donôt propel with their 

feet. Their legs rest at 

their side as they slowly 

travel through the water 

by swishing their tail back 

and forth. 





Their legs are pretty short for the size of their body. But they 

arenôt designed to move on land, although they can run at 

nearly 15-20 MPH for a very short distance. Their life is 

primarily spent in the water.



Their nostrils sit on the top of their snout and they will float in 

the water with only their eyes and nose above the surface. 



Look at how you can hardly see him. 

They look like a log and they can lie 

motionless like this for hours or they 

can move so slowly they seem to be 

just drifting with the tide.
