Like all
descriptions of Heaven and Hell, the rope of thorns is an allegory.
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[111:2] His money and whatever he has accomplished will never help him.
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[111:3] He has incurred the blazing Hell.
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[111:4] Also his wife, who led the persecution.
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[111:5] She will be (resurrected) with a rope of thorns around her neck.
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
